The skylark has been singing joyfully
in the adjoining field since April. Now,
as the summer sun starts to share its
warmth, walking the footpath from
Essendon Hill along the River Lea and
back up to West End Lane, every field
has a lark. When you look up the song
appears to be coming from the open
skies but you would swear there is
nothing there until you get your eye in
and finally spot the fluttering singer
high, high up in the air and then see it
parachute back down. The bird itself
is not in any way ostentatious in
appearance with its brown streaked
plumage and small crest on its head.
Indeed it would seem unfair to its
avian cousins if its talents as a singer
were matched with commensurate
beauty.

The song is a wonderful, continuous
instrumental to an early morning
walk. Its free-form composition
seems both endless and timeless and
has long captivated country folk.

Shelley perfectly captured it as
‘unpremeditated art’ in his famous
ode.

The skylark has, of course, been in
decline along with most other birds
associated with agriculture, suffering
the consequences of autumn rather
than spring-sown cereal farming.
Nevertheless there are enough about
in Essendon and around for us still to
herald the skylark as the background
accompaniment of choice to our
rolling fields.

Next time you are walking through
farmland, test the eyesight of your
fellow travellers and see who is first
to spot one. Stop, drink in the song
and proclaim the winner with a
tribute  from  Meredith’s  ‘Lark
Ascending’:

For singing till his heaven fills,
‘T is love of earth that he instils.

Gardening in June

Because of circumstances I am writing this early. It has been an unusual Spring
and early summer. Not enough rain, warm days but chilly nights so some of our
regular plants have taken a little while to sort themselves out. I am finding the
much lighter and drier soil in my new garden fascinating and am having fun
identifying some of the existing plants [ have inherited.

My new terrace at the back provides a wonderful area for my pots and the
Salvias have moved happily and all of us with pots need to remember not only
that they have enough water but that they enjoy a regular high-potassium feed
to keep them healthy and encourage good flower displays to last longer. Repot
your houseplants that have become ‘root bound’, perhaps moving them up one
or two pot sizes. Continue to remove any fading bulb foliage, cutting back any
remaining leaves from the Spring-flowering ones and, if they are in the grass,
mow them.

Keep an eye on and start lifting your early potatoes and, for the first time for a
long time, [ don’t have any and I wasn’t planning any tomato plants this year
either but I may weaken on that one! If you have a birdbath top it up regularly
and enjoy your visitors coming for a drink or a dip! Keep sowing small amounts
of your favourite salad leaves so you can keep cutting as you want them.
